Tier |l Activities for Students/Families: Monthly
presentations at shelters for residents with
children; Development and distribution of
McKinney-Vento Education Rights packets to
families; Assistance with navigating systems
and "warm hand off" to housing and social
servive supports; Provision of gas/gift cards,
clothing, bedding, etc; Transportation
navigation

Tier | Activities for Students/Families : Receive
initial RFA from housing agencies and link to
district Homeless Education Liaison,
Distribution of backpacks and school supplies;
Distribution of McKinney-Vento posters and
rights packets; Development of Coordinated
Entry Education questions and referrals
